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Цель: 
1. Организовать общение учащихся по теме урока, создав проблемную ситуацию.

2. Развивать навыки говорения, умение выражать и отстаивать собственные мысли.

3. Воспитывать уважение учащихся к родителям.

Ход диспута

Teacher: I’m glad to see the participants of our today’s talk. Its topic is “Children and Parents Their Problems”. For it we divided into two groups. The group of parents. Here it is. And the group of teenagers. Here is this group. I think it will be more difficult for the pupils of this group because today they have to imitate parents and to take on the jobs of grown-ups.

Last lesson we discussed the problem of parents and children and discussed one of the Ten Commandments from the Bible “Honour the father and the mother”. I think everybody knows that our parents help us in many ways, they love us, they want us to be happy. But sometimes the relations between children and parents are not perfect. I think both parents and children should try to do them more better. Now I’d like to ask the group of parents. What should children do for it? 

The pupils’ answers: For examples.

They should love and respect their children. 

They should understand that their parents are wiser and they know what is best for their children.

They should obey their parents.

Teacher: Well, now I’d like to ask the group of children. What should parents do for you? 

The pupils’ answers: For examples.

Never hit a child.

They should accept their children as they are. I think it’s a very serious problem really our parents should love us because we are their children not because we are talented and perfect. They should never be disappointed in their children.

They must be interesting talkers for their children. That’s why they should be interested in modern style, music, films etc.

Teacher: Well, I think it’s great ideas. You have just described the ideal relations between children and parents. But in a real life they have many problems. Sometimes parents don’t understand you and you don’t want to understand them, don’t try to find the reason of all these problems. At today’s lesson we are going to solver some problems of parents and children. For it we invited the girl to our today’s talk. She is your age. Her name is Ann. She has some problems with her parents. Let’s listen to her story. I’m sure you have the same problems with your parents.   

Ann. I am a young girl of 16 and I feel quite miserable. My parents do not understand me. My problem is that I am not allowed to do things people at my age normally do such as to stay out late at night with friends, wear modern clothes, use  make-up, go to the disco and so on. What am I to do? Please help me.

Teacher: We have just heard Ann’s story. I’d like to the ask group of teenagers. 

· Do you have the same problems with your parents?

· Do you understand why your parents do not let you do certain things?
· What do you think of it?
(the pupils’ answers)

       Teacher: Well, and now let’s listen to Ann’s mother.

Mother: I am a mother of a teenager. I have several problems with her. She does not want to listen to me. She comes home too late. My daughter does not want obey me. She says she is grown-up now so she knows what to do. But I want to be sure that everything is all right with her. I want to warn her of danger. But she doesn’t understand me. Please, help us!

Teacher: We have heard both our guests. Let’s try to help them. What should they do?     
           

The group of teenagers (examples)

- I agree with Ann. I like bright make-up. I like to go to disco. I think we must have a lot of fun because we are young. Why can’t we enjoy our life?

- Try to understand your daughter. Try to be interesting for her. Try to know more about the teenagers’ life.

- Ann, your mother loves you. She wants you to be happy. She worries about you. Try to understand your mother.     

    

 The group of parents (examples)

- Don’t thing all teenagers are bad. Among them there are many interesting persons. Trust your daughter. 

- I think Mother pays not enough attention to her daughter. Try to speak to her more, to be interested in her problems.

- I agree with Ann’s mother. Parents must keep children well in hands I am against disco clubs because there youth takes drugs, alcohol, they smoke.

Teacher: Let me summarize everything you’ve heard today. I think our today’s talk was very useful for you. I’m sure it’ll help you to understand your parents better. Remember they are the dearest and the nearest people for you, they are your real friends, they love you, they do everything for you. Love them, help them try to be good children, never disappoint them.
